The general format of the
trip would be a hands-on work effort of approximately
a week’s duration. Timing for the trip is
undetermined at this point, but would be no sooner
than six to nine months from now. We have given
thought to the possibility of International, National or
Regional trips. Examples might include: 1. a trip to
Central America with the objective of providing clean
water or needed, basic facilities working with the
Presbyterian Border Ministry; 2. a trip to the Gulf
Coast to continue with the much needed repair and
rebuild after Katrina working with Presbyterian
Disaster Assistance; 3. a trip to the Pendleton area to
improve existing facilities at a camp and conference
center run by the Synod of the Pacific; or 4. a trip to
the Weed, California area to construct low income
housing working with the local Presbyterian church
and Habitat for Humanity.

Book Review by Sherry Nelson

My daughter, Paige, gave me a book for
Christmas titled This | Believe; edited by Jay
Allison and Dan Gediman. It is based on the
radio program of the same name from the 1950’s
and hosted by Edward R Morrow. NPR asked
people to write essays titled “This I Believe” that
would be read on the radio programs All Things
Considered and Morning Edition. The collection
found in this book came from these essays. Here
is a chance to read a person’s philosophy without
rebuttal or criticism.

I have been reading one or two essays each night
before going to bed. They are thought
provoking, enlightening, insightful, amusing,
touching and totally human. I want to meet the
writers and get to know them better. The writers
are very eclectic, believe me, from different
backgrounds and philosophical bent. Some
names you will recognize. I have learned to
“listen carefully” to what they have to say. I
would recommend this book to an individual, a
book club, or a study group, from high school
age and up. I hope you read it and enjoy it as
